What is Autism?

Autism is a difference in a person’s development that affects
how they learn and interact with others and their surroundings.

Autistic people may have some similarities
but they are all different to each other,
which is why it is called the ‘autism
spectrum’.

Some autistic people are very
independent, while others benefit from
support at home, at school and in the
community.

All autistic people will have different
strengths and interests.

Autistic people may need support with:

« Communication

» Social interaction

» Sensory processing

» Executive functioning
(planning and learning)
