How many people are autistic and
how is autism diagnosed?

The current research suggests that within a group of 100 people,
1 or 2 of them will be autistic. People can be diagnosed early or

later in life.
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Both boys and girls can be on
the spectrum, but boys are 3

times more likely than girls to
be diagnosed as we currently

recognise autism more in boys.

Research indicates that
environmental conditions and
genetic factors play a role in a
person being autistic.
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To have your child assessed
for autism, talk to your
General Practitioner (G.P.) or
paediatrician. An assessment
will often be completed by two
or three health professionals
observing your child and talking
with them and your family.
